Cleaning Instructions for ER-20 Musician’s Earplugs
Note: do not get the filter section (5) wet – the earplugs

will be rendered useless if this happens
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The flanges of the ER20-S hearing protectors need to be wiped clean regularly
with a damp cloth. If earwax has entered the sound canal in the soft flanged
eartip (1) this needs to be removed. First pull the end cap (2) and then the soft
flanged eartip from the stem (8)

If the stem remains attached to the end cap, when removing, the stem must be
gently pried from the end cap tip with a small screwdriver (4)

Cleanse the flanges with warm water and soft hand soap. Rinse well, blow dry
the canal and dry the flanges.

The filter part should not be cleansed with any liquid. If it gets wet, or the filter
becomes clogged, the protector will have to be replaced.

When clean and dry, reinsert the stem (3) into the flanged tip upto the retaining
ring (5) and snap the end cap over the inserted stem. Always follow the above
mentioned assembly order to ensure that the plug works correctly. Certain
chemical substances may adversely affect this product. Further information
should be sought from the distributor.
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
